BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: 
Mayor Keith Eaton will present a proclamation recognizing Mason Vanscoder, Kailer Rabb, Juan 
Villicana, Jr., Vivian Morales, and Alexis Urbina Valdez for their commitment to serve in the Armed 
Forces. These young individuals have demonstrated courage, patriotism, and a willingness to take an 
oath to support and defend the Constitution of the United States. Their decision to serve reflects the 
highest ideals of honor, duty, and commitment to country. 
 
This recognition is especially significant as it marks the first time the Town of Florence is honoring 
graduating seniors enlisting in military service from both American Leadership Academy and Florence 
Unified School District together. This milestone reflects a unified community effort across educational 
institutions, demonstrating that regardless of where students are educated, the shared values of 
service, sacrifice, and commitment to country remain strong throughout Florence.
